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There is no doubt that the study of political and
administrative systems are two important phenomena of any
society and political system, so the study of Fatimid political
and administrative systems in Al- Maghreb 296-362 over (66
years) are considered as a striking phenomena, this system
will be the foundations of the Fatimid state in Egypt as long
as the succession there are more than two centuries.

As the countries measured by the developing of their
political and administrative institutions, so this study will
reveal for the first beginnings of the Fatimid political systems
in the Maghreb land as to concentration on the institution of
the Caliphate and its important functions, such as "janitorial"
and "the embassy - the Ministry" and its institutions.

Specialists of studying the affairs of Morocco in the
Middle Ages, the Central administrative systems of the
Fatimid form the central affected significantly management
systems central Sunni majority belonging to the Abbasid
Caliphate in Baghdad, which confirms and unites the idea of
unitary systems in the Islamic Middle Ages to the different
believes and schools of Islamic

Because these systems that quotes and inspired from the
Holy Quran and the Hadith, and so they conclude that the
facts that have remained fixed on the ground north (African -
Morocco) during the years of the Fatimid Caliphate (296-362
AH).
